This department was newly created in December 2007. The Department includes the long-

standing Social Work program and undergraduate and new graduate program in Communication
Sciences and Disorders (CSDS). It offers B.S. or B.A. in Social Work, B.S. and M.S. in

Communication Sciences and Disorders.

The Program in Social Work provides an undergraduate course of study of unique and
personalized instruction accredited by the Council on Social Work Education, leading to the Bachelor
of Science or Bachelor of Arts in Social Work. The curriculum prepares graduates for first-level
professional social work practice as practitioners utilizing the generalist perspective base. Program
graduates frequently pursue advanced study in graduate schools and may be eligible for admission into

advanced standing one-year M.S.W. degree programs.

The CSDS program hosts a very popular series of on-line undergraduate courses that are typical
prerequisites of masters programs in CSDS. It is also a part of a collaborative distance education
masters’ degree program, funded by the Virginia Department of Education, with Hampton University,
James Madison University, and the University of Virginia. Current enrollment in the department is 60
social work; 53 undergraduate communication sciences and disorders; and 22 graduate communication

sciences and disorders.

Liberal Studies Elementary Education: To be an elementary teacher PK-6

Liberal Studies Middle School Education: To be a middle school teacher 6-8

Liberal Studies Elementary & Middle Education: To teach elementary or middle PK-8

Liberal Studies Special Education: To be a special education teacher K-12. This program requires 5
years. Completion of this program allows the student to receive a master’s degree in Special Education
and for teaching LD, E/BD, and mild MR endorsement.

Secondary Education: To be a secondary education teacher, 6-12, in one of the following areas:
Biology, Business Education, Chemistry, Physics, English, History, History and Social Science,

Political Science (Government), Mathematics.

PK-12 Specialists: To teach in one of the following areas: Art, Modern Languages (French, German,
and Spanish), Music, Physical and Health Education, or Theatre Arts.
