· Brainstorming

· Group Writing

· Compiling Lists

· Peer or small group editing/response

· Answering Common/Repetitive Questions (and allowing others to answer them to)

· We’re going to try using them this year for curriculum changes in our departmental graduate curriculum committee (save time, save paper, preserve discussion)

Wikis are great because you never loose anything—Every change is saved in the history and can be ‘reverted back’ if needed.
Two places to set up wikis in Bb

1. Tools (everyone in class can see/use/contribute)
2. Content Area  (can be set up for small or whole group)
