Vodcast-podcasts that incorporate video
RSS Feed-Really Simple Syndication (allows people to subscribe to pod/vodcasts) 
MP3-most universal podcast format

MP4-most universal vodcast format (video & audio)
Podcatching Software-(RSS Aggregator) feedreader that downloads your podcasts (iTunes http://www.apple.com/itunes/download/; Juice  http://juicereceiver.sourceforge.net/)
Software downloads
Audacity-use this to create your own audio recordings http://audacity.sourceforge.net/ 

MP3 Encoder-use this to save Audacity files in MP3 format http://audacity.sourceforge.net/help/faq?s=install&item=lame-mp3 
CamStudio-use this (or a Camtasia) to do screen captures with audio for vodcasting http://camstudio.org/

How to Make a Podcast

1. Create your content & practice

2. Connect microphone headset to computer (audio & microphone jacks)
3. Open Audacity & record by pressing the red round record button & the yellow square to stop recording

4. Go to file & Save As MP3
5. Post on your blog, website, Blackboard, etc.

6. If desired, create an RSS feed

How to Subscribe to a Podcast

1. Find podcast you want (Podcast Alley is a great source)
2. Copy URL to podcast

3. Open iTunes, click on Advanced, click on Subscribe to a Podcast

4. Paste in URL to podcast

5. To listen to it in iTunes, just click on it.

6. To download to an iPod or other MP3 player, just connect the iPod to your computer
