Facebook Group
Advantages:  Setting up a Facebook Group is an easy way to communicate with students on a variety of levels. The Facebook Group page contains a discussion forum, a “wall” on which students can write comments, a place to post Internet links and recent news and a meeting and event planner—all on one page!!  There is no “backing and forthing” and inputting and re-inputting passwords with the Facebook Group feature.

How to set up a Facebook Group:

Click the Group icon on the toolbar on the bottom of the Facebook Home Page.  The icon looks like two people’s torsos in silhouette.  Follow the prompts and set the controls according to your needs.  This must be done only once, but you can edit the settings you initially place on the Group Page as needed.
You set the controls on the Facebook Group Page:

You invite members to join the group.  Invitees must have or must set up there own Facebook account.  This is free.

You enter the names once and once only!  From here on out, group members will get emails, notifications of postings and notifications of news whenever you add something to the group page.

You can designate a student to be an admin along with you.   

You can set the controls so only the admin has power to:


-add members


-post pictures


-post URLs or other links


-start discussions
