Perceptions of Self:

Positive – The student is optimistic, sees the glass half-full, is generally pleasant, and can agree to disagree without being disagreeable.

Unable – The student see others as lacking the necessary capabilities to deal effectively with their problems.  The student doubts others’ abilities to make own decisions and run their own lives.
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
