MULTIPLE CHOICE, TRUE/FALSE, MATCHING – 70 points
· You should be prepared to match the four major physiographic regions of the Borderlands to their locations on a map of the Borderlands

· You should be able to match the volcanic features of the Borderlands with their corresponding characteristics

· You should be ready to match erosional feature/landscapes of the Borderlands with their corresponding characteristics

· You should be prepared to match Borderland cities/towns to the physical regions in which they’re found

· You should be able to distinguish between images of the Sonoran and Chihuahuan Deserts

· You should be ready to match deserts and cultural areas to their corresponding locations on a map of the Borderlands

· You should prepared to match images of ancient and modern Native American structures to the groups that constructed and live(d) in them
· You should be able to match Borderlands cultural groups to their corresponding characteristics

· You should be ready to match physiographic regions of the Empty Interior with their locations on a map (of course, two of the four overlap with the Borderlands)

· You should be prepared to match physiographic wonders/oddities to the Empty Interior regions in which they are found
