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Final Exam Part 2 Study Guide

It will be worth ≈70 points and consists of four sections: image identification (1 point each; 15 total points) and multiple choice, true/false, matching, and map (1 point each; 55 total points). The list below does not represent all of the questions or subject matter the exam will cover

You should be prepared to:

· Match images of commercial agriculture from the PowerPoint lectures to the type of commercial activity they represent

· Match images of plantation products to the name of the type they represent

· Match images of Non-American cowboy culture to their corresponding name 
Multiple Choice, T/F, Matching, Map Questions

You should be able to:

· Match the world’s primary starchy filler foods with the agricultural hearths from which they come (these will be listed first on the lists of domesticates for each hearth on the agricultural hearth map)
· Match the major agricultural hearths to their locations on a world map

· Match the characteristics of commercial vs. subsistence agriculture

· Identify commercial agricultural activities on a concentric zone diagram

· Match agricultural regions of the United States to their locations on a map of the US

· Match on a map commercial cattle handlers with the ranching areas they inhabit

Palouse Comprehensive Question – Geography is an integrative social science and therefore one has to master many areas of inquiry to put everything together to understand the geographic nature of places. You will answer a set of five short questions, in which you will explain all of the geographical factors that come together to make the Palouse of southeastern Washington such an interesting and important agricultural area. To aid you in this, I have pulled all of the slides from throughout the semester that mentioned the Palouse and included them in their own PowerPoint that’s available in Canvas. Questions will be broken down by units covered within this course in the order in which they affect the Palouse (plate tectonics, erosion, weather patterns, biomes, crops, and population geography). What you will need to do is describe the aspects of geography within each unit that contribute to making the Palouse such a unique area. This essay is worth 10 points. You should be able to accomplish each answer in a few sentences. Review the slides and think about the contexts in which I worked the Palouse in. To get full credit you absolutely must use the terminology you learned throughout the course!
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
