· Be ready to match images of Middle American physiographic features on PowerPoint slides to their corresponding physiographic type.

· Be prepared to match images of Middle American desert biomes on PowerPoint slides to the type of desert they represent.

· Be able to match images of tropical and temperate biomes in Middle America on PowerPoint slides to the type of biomes they represent.

Multiple Choice, True/False. Matching, and Map Questions

· Be prepared to answer numerous questions about the nature of deserts and rainforests 

· You will be asked to match physiographic processes or features with the part of Middle America they have created 

· You should be able to match the three types of tectonic plate boundaries found in Middle America with the features or phenomena they are responsible for creating

· Be able to identify the major regions and biomes of Middle America on a map (two, actually) 

· Be ready to match the climatic influences in Middle America to the effects they create
· Study carefully the model of vertical/altitudinal zonation and be prepared to match the five zones to their position on the model and the products produced or activities conducted in each
